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Initial observations key to better
weather forecasts: MoES official

There can be better weath-
er predictions on the land
and in the oceans provided
the initial observations like
dynamics of energy move-
ment, wind at different
time scales apart from tem-
perature, humidity and sa-
linity are made making use
of satellite data or on
ground monitors, said Mi-
nistry of Earth Sciences
(MOES) Secretary M. Ravi-
chandran on Tuesday.

“If we can monitor how
the oceans and the at-
mosphere are talking to
each other, we can have
better predictability. If our
initial observations are bet-

ter our errors will also be
less. While 90% data is
from the satellites, we
need fine scale repetitive
resolutions from our sen-
sors,” he told a gathering of
top scientists at the Indian
National Centre for Ocean
Information Services (IN-
COIS) here at Pragatinagar.

Similarly, there is a need
for better spectrometers

for identifying gases in the
atmosphere to check pollu-
tion levels and the thick-
ness of glaciers in the
Himalayas.

Director of National In-
stitute of Advanced Studies
(NIAS), Bengaluru Shailesh
Nayak too underscored the
importance of monitoring
wind profiles for improved
forecasts for the tropical
region.

National Remote Sens-
ing Centre director Pra-
kash Chauhan, Space Ap-
plications Centre director
Nilesh M. Desai INCOIS di-
rector T. Srinivasa Kumar
and National Geophysical
Research Institute former
director Harsh K. Gupta al-
so spoke.
